· Networking with local Palestinian groups and Palestinian advocacy groups worldwide.

· Replying to requests for information from journalists, activists, students, and concerned citizens. 

· Assisting with other projects as and when necessary, as part of the Palestine Monitor team.

· University-level education in Middle Eastern studies, International Relations, Social Sciences, Journalism or related field; OR related work experience and training providing solid working knowledge of the history and dynamics of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict.
· Excellent English language skills.  Non-native English speakers with a good level of spoken and written English are also welcome.
· Excellent writing and conceptual skills, including the ability to write critical articles and reports pertaining to the political situation.  Ability to respond to inquiries and requests from local and international parties with relevant and accurate facts and information.
